LANGUAGE OF THE SFCG
The SFCG,

CONSIDERING

a)
that the use of more than one language in the conduct of its meetings and in its documentation would unduly complicate matters;

b)
that the use of more than one language would result in considerable cost, particularly to the hosts of SFCG meetings,

RESOLVES

1.
that English will be the official language for the conduct of its meetings and its documentation;

that members wishing to avail themselves of translation services. either at meetings or for documentation, are free to do so at their own expense.
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
